Your questions answered

Why has there been a change in ownership of the Advancing Physics teaching and learning resources?

The principal reason for the decision was the change in the political landscape, including the recent White Paper on education, in which professional bodies were explicitly cited as important in the future development of A-level and other qualifications.  The Institute, therefore, thought it inappropriate to have a financial interest in a specific qualification, which would have prevented a more general role in determining the future of A-level physics.
